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Exhibition of UNICEF Rag Dolls

Welcome to the exhibition of UNICEF Rag Dolls, one of the most recognisable charitable projects in
Slovenia. Until 23 April 2026, you can admire more than 300 unique, handmade rag dolls created by
volunteers from across Slovenia. Each of them is unique - in appearance, character, and the story
it carries.

With a donation of €30, you can choose your favourite rag doll and help children in developing
countries. Each doll symbolises a child in need. Your donation will enable a child to receive
vaccinations against eight infectious diseases - diphtheria, measles, whooping cough, polio,
tuberculosis, tetanus, hepatitis B, and Haemophilus influenzae type B - and have a healthy start
in life. The funds help purchase, transport, and store vaccines, organise vaccination campaigns,
and train health workers in developing countries. Although many diseases could be prevented by
vaccination, around 1.5 million children worldwide still die from them every year.

For many years, UNICEF's Rag Doll project has connected creativity and solidarity. More than a
hundred volunteers from across Slovenia take part in the project, each investing around 20 hours
of handwork in making a single doll. Every doll also comes with the creator’s personal card and a
postcard, through which friendships often form between donors and volunteers. In this way, the
dolls - often given as gifts to loved ones - have already travelled across the world.

This year, girl dolls are joined by rag boy dolls, created in honour of important anniversaries of
the Slovenian writer Ivan Cankar and poet Srecko Kosovel. Among the exhibited figures, you may
find Ivan Cankar or Srecko Kosovel themselves, or perhaps a mother with a cup of coffee - playful
tributes to literature and everyday moments captured in soft fabric forms.

The creative concept and exhibition design were made by students of the Ljubljana Academy of Fine
Arts and Design, under the tutelage of Associate Professor Rok Kuhar.

With the support of donors, UNICEF Slovenia has so far helped provide vaccinations for more than
22,500 children in developing countries through the Rag Doll project. The exhibition is therefore
not only a tribute to the creativity of the volunteers but also a reminder of how small acts can bring
about big changes.

Kreativho zasnovo in izvedbo postavitve razstave so pripravili studentje Akademije za likovno
umetnost in oblikovanje pod mentorstvom izr. prof. Roka Kuharja.

S pomocjo darovalcev so v okviru projekta Puncke iz cunj pri UNICEF-u Slovenija doslej omogocili
cepljenje Ze vec kot 22.500 otrokom v drzavah v razvoju. Razstava zato ni le poklon ustvarjalnosti
